Process 1: Emerging absenteeism (<90%) identified - Parent informed by letter of an
attendance concern

Process 2: Emerging absenteeism (<85%) - Parents are required to Attend a Planning Meeting

to write a Student Attendance Plan which aims to understand attendance issues and improve
attendance above 90%.

Process 3: Complex absenteeism (<70%) - Support from the Diocesan Wellbeing Team

Attendance is sought to work with the family, student and school to improve student
attendance.

Process 4: Complex absenteeism (<70%) - If student attendance does not improve CEDP will
conduct an Attendance Conference.

Process 5: Parents have not attended Attendance Conference or have not complied with
undertaking. This may result in legal action.

Put simply, the
surface level is the use of facts and skills within a discipline, the
deep level is the relation of facts and skills within a discipline, and
the transfer level is the ability to extend those ideas to other

The National Assessment Program - Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) is an annual

national assessment for students in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9. Planning has begun to move
NAPLAN from a pen and paper assessment to an online assessment.

What are the benefits of NAPLAN
Online?

Results will be faster and more precise

* Your child’s individual results will be returned to you within
just a few weeks of the NAPLAN testing.

= Online assessment will reduce the time it takes to mark and
provide feedback to schools, teachers and parents.

= Improved precision and timing of results will help teachers
to tailor their teaching more specifically to address students’
learning needs.

Tailored tests will provide better assessment

* The online format allows for "tailored testing’, where the
test adapts to a student’s performance and asks questions
that match their achievement level.

*  Students in each year level start with the same set of
guestions which can then branch into a different set of
guestions based on their responses to the first set of
guestions.

= This means that students will be directed to questions that
may be easier or more challenging depending on their
responses.

* This test design will allow students to better demonstrate
their literacy and numeracy skills.

* Students find online assessment is more engaging®, which
means they are encouraged to persist longer and try harder.

* Research by the Australian Curriculum, Assessment and Reporting
Authority (ACARA) into online assessment has shown that students
have engaged well with electronic tests.

BREAD OF LIFE: FOOD THAT CHANGES YOU! Gospel in Life!
The early Christians scared some Romans. It came from scary rumours that Christians “ate flesh and drank blood".

t should be scary - because you can't keep going to Communion regularly without being challenged to change. And change
can be scary. John wrote this week’s Gospel to show early Christians the importance of the Eucharist. He wanted to show
that God loves us so much. God wants to physically connect with us. By reflecting on the Gospel and sharing Christ's body
and blood at Eucharist, we develop a real physical intimacy with God. The person who takes Communion “remain in me and |
n you", Jesus says. That's the gift. But that's also the scary part - because Jesus can change us.

ntimacy, real friendship, changes us. Intimate friends become part of us. We take on some of their interests. We hang out
n some of their sports. We start to see the world through their eyes. Friendship also shows itself physically through
handshakes, hugs - even friendly punches.

All this happens through Mass. The Gospels ask us to take on God's interests (forgiveness and peace) and to hand out where
esus hung out (with the forgotten). We physically connect with the Lord in Communion, but also during the sign of peace
and out greetings with friends and neighbours.
